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COASTAL REGIONAL COACHES A

A project in the works since 2005
has become a reality! The Coastal
Regional Commission proudly an-
nounces that Coastal Regional
Coaches (CRC), the regional rural
and coordinated public transit pro-
gram, is now in operation.

Coastal Regional Coaches is a de-
mand-response, door-to-door, ad-
vance reservation transportation
program available to residents in
the rural areas of Bryan, Camden,
Chatham, Effingham, Glynn, Lib-
erty, Long, Mcintosh, and Screven
counties.

As this is public transit, there are no
eligibility criteria; the service is
available to anyone in the rural ar-
eas of the region, for any purpose,
and to any destination within the
coastal region.

CRC will significantly enhance mo-
bility for the elderly, persons with
disabilities, and low-income house-
holds. Residents in the nine partici-
pating counties can use the service
for medical appointments, shop-
ping, visiting, or just for social out-
ings. Coastal Regional Coaches
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also acts as a “feeder system” into
areas with operating mass (urban)
transit systems, making transporta-
tion seamless throughout the re-
gion.

CRC, however, is not conducive to
work commutes because this pro-
gram cannot guarantee daily avail-
ability or arrival at the same time
every day. (A regional vanpool pro-
gram has been implemented for
regular daily work commutes and is
available to employees who live or
work in the ten-county coastal re-

gion).

Rural public transit service is avail-
able Monday - Friday (excluding
some holidays) from 6:00 a.m. —
6:00 p.m. Trips must be scheduled
at least 24 hours in advance, and
service is provided on a first-come,
first-served basis.

The fare for ridership on CRC is $3
per one-way trip with an additional
$3 added for each county boundary
crossed. (For example, an individ-
ual traveling within their county of
residence will pay $6 round trip.
